Jobs Abroad for Students

At the end of the last
school term, 600 students and
teachers (ranging in age from
18 to 40) hoppred from class-
rooms to Europe in practically
one leap, None of them was
particularly wealthy and none
wag on a special grant or
scholarship, Yet each was
able to afford a fabulous,.
meaningful, cultural summer
abroad, They were partici-
pants in the JOBS ABROAD pro-
gram originated by the Inter-
national Student Information
Service (1SIS).

ISIS and its American affi-
liate, the International Stu-
dent Travel Center (ISTC), are
non-profit organizations de-
voted to providing jobs to
students and teachers who are
sincerely interested in ex~
panding their horizons by liv-
‘ing and working abroad.

Most of their jobs are for
unskilled workers in construc-
tion, on farms,. in factories,
hospitals, hotels and restau-
rants, as mother's helpers,
and camp counselors. Sala-
ries range from $50 2 month
(including room and board) to
$200 a month. The salaries
are the same as those paid to
local employees doing the same
job,

‘The student-worker has thel
unique advantage of getting a
sharp, clear picture of a
country and its culture for he
sees it through the eves of
its people, Although partici-
pants are required to pay
their own transmortation cost
when they join the JOBS AEBROAD
program, it is possible for an
